Assignments are designed to encourage students to conduct research and engage in
academic writing.

As the dissertation is a compulsory course, we offer workshops and special sessions to
guide students on how to conduct research and improve their academic writing skills.
Students are encouraged and mentored to apply to research opportunities available outside
of the department/university.

Students get an opportunity to intern on the research projects conducted by the department.

7. In which fields are job opportunities available after completing this course?

Academics - Teaching and Research: You can teach or do research at
universities/colleges or research institutes.

Policy Research: In this field, you would work on studying and analyzing policies related
to social, economic, or political issues.

Work with Organizations Doing Advocacy Work on Socially Important Issues: You
could work with non-governmental organizations (NGOSs), human rights groups, or social
advocacy organizations.



e Work with CSR Units: Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) who work in the areas
such as education, health, environment, or poverty alleviation, and implement impactful
projects.

e Publishing Houses, Media Platforms, Women’s Issues: This path involves working in
publishing, journalism, or media.

e Work with government departments such as Women and Child Development
Departments or MAVIM (Maharashtra State Women’s Development Corporation), You
could join governmental bodies, or non-profit organizations to provide insights that help
shape public policy.
