Instructions regarding CET 

1) Mock test will be held on Wednesday 18th February 2026. The 

registered candidates will receive the online link by e-mail. 

2) CET for MBA (ODL Mode) & MBA (OL Mode) 1) CET will be 

conducted for admission to MBA (ODL Mode) & MBA (OL 

Mode) and MCA (OL Mode).  

3) CET Hall tickets will be made available by Thursday 19th February. 

The candidate has to login (using the same credentials used at the 

time of registration) & download the Hall Ticket for CET 

examination.  

4) The mock test & CET will be conducted in Online mode through 

remote proctored way.  

5) The Entrance Examination will be common for both the 

programmes – MBA(ODL / OL mode) & MCA (OL mode).  

6) The link, UserID & password related details will be displayed on 

Hall Ticket.  

7) The maximum time duration for the Examination is 60 minutes.  

8) The medium of Questions shall be English only.  

9) The CET shall have 50 MCQs with 4 options including 1 correct 

option.  

10) Each question shall carry 2 marks and there will not be negative 

marking scheme.  

11) Merit list of candidates selected for the admission will be 

displayed on the CDOE website after CET Examination.
